The Newmarket Connection:
Viaduct Replacement
Project is a world-first
project that kicked off in
2008 and will be finished by
2012. The project will see
the removal and rebuilding
of the Newmarket Viaduct
(flyover) whilst maintaining
traffic  flows of around
160,000 vehicles per day.
It's a big job!!

Remuera Intermediate along
with 10 other grammar and
primary schools have been
approached with a view to
engaging their students with
the huge range of learning
opportunities the project is
providing over the next 3
years - effectively using their
resources to access expert
knowledge on topics as
diverse as Engineering and
Urban Design through to
Surveying and Safety.
